What is the role of urban design in the construction of multicultural public spaces? What characteristics should have the contemporary city public space to build a common ground, that to permit or assist the co-existence of different individuals and populations? How can the design of public space represent and help preserve the historical, artistic and landscape legacy? To think about these issues the town planning design workshop and the international seminar take as a case study the city of Prishtina in Kosovo and its public spaces and open spaces.
Starting from the post-war reconstruction that was begun in the Balkans after the '90s, we propose scenarios, strategies of interventions and prototypical open spaces and public spaces projects for the construction of the Prishtina common ground.
